What does each part do?
We will then continue to learn about 
food chains, predators and prey. Finally 
in this unit: human teeth and their 
functions. 

Geography:
In geography we are learning 
about the points of a compass 
and map-reading.
Learning the points of a compass and 
using co-ordinates to locate areas on 

maps for future budding explorers!

PSHE:
In PSHE our topics are ‘Feeling 
Good and Being Me’ these lessons 

talk about peer pressure and what 
to do when you want to say no. 
Key learning around ‘Identity, 
Society and Equality’ is part of our 
wider curriculum this Autumn. 

PE:
In PE we are concentrating on 
footwork ,co-ordination and balance. 
Following the personal cog this term to 
build up stamina, strength and personal 
resilience to try our best. We have one 
lesson with Mr Abdur our PE lead and one 
lesson with the class teacher outside each 
week.

Religious Education:
In RE this term we are learning
about the differences and 
similarities in the faiths practiced 
in our community and our world. To show 
understanding and tolerance to people 
of all faiths. 

Computing:
In computing we are following our
programming scheme. Children 
follow instructions to be creative and 
modify ready-made learning code and 
know that prediction and trial and error 
are important processes in design.
