In maths this week children have been engaging in practical addition and subtraction activities that make 

learning both fun and effective.

In Yellow Base the children have 

enjoyed using their new sewing  and creative design skills to design a finger puppet. They have shown 

incredible resilience, focus and determination to make their own products. In Year 5 children have been thinking 

about how our actions can impact on the self-worth of others and considering how our own self-worth can be 

impacted by kind or unkind words. The children also discussed the importance of demonstrating respect 

towards others through the words that they use.
